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7 OUR EDUCATION 
 

Pathways College provides Certificate and Diploma level Christian education in biblical studies, 
theology, spiritual formation and ministry/mission. Emphasis is placed on practical assignments in 
each area of study to foster the skills necessary to better witness for Christ in New Zealand or 
overseas.  Pathways College offers its  

 
one-year ministry diploma by internship,  
two-year ministry leadership diploma by internship, 
six-month and one-year certificate discipleship programmes,  
two-year pre-certificate level programme by night class mode. 

 
Internship: 
Pathways College offers Ministry Leadership and Ministry Internship programmes.  Unlike 
internships which simply offer work experience Pathways College offers an academic internship.   
Pathways internships engage students in holistic learning; classroom-based teaching integrated 
with a study course involving guided field education.  The whole programme includes directed 
internship learning, requiring supervised experiential education in a local church or Christian 
organization as well as biblical and theological studies provided through concentrated block 
courses. In 2010 the block courses are held respectively at Lake Taupo Christian Camp, Turangi, 
Totara Springs Christian Centre, Matamata, Silverstream Retreat Centre, Wellington, and Finlay 
Park, Cambridge. 

 
Regional:  
For its discipleship programmes, Pathways College operates in co-operation with Maori and Pacific 
Christian Training to deliver flexible, NZQA accredited certificate training held at various regional 
centres to suit Maori and Pacific Christian communities. In 2010, venues will be arranged to suit the 
specific needs.  

 
Night Classes:  
Pathways College Manukau City branch offers an audit certificate programme in both Samoan and 
English on Tuesday nights at Mascot Ave Bible Chapel. 
 

 
 
 
 

8 OUR CREDENTIALS 
 

Pathways College is recognised and accredited by the New Zealand Qualifications Authority (NZQA) 
to teach locally approved subjects at level 3 ς 6 on the National Qualifications Framework (NQF) in 
the Christian and Theological Ministries area. Refer to http:\ \www.nzqa.govt.nz.   

 
Pathways College is registered as a private training establishment (PTE) by the New Zealand 
Qualifications Authority under the provisions of the Education Act 1989. Pathways College has 
complete freedom to teach its own Bible emphasis. It is a member of the South Pacific Association of 
Bible Colleges and the Christian Theological and Ministries Education Society. 
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Pathways College has links with other institutions to allow for cross-crediting of work done at the 
College. Specifically, Diploma in Christian Ministry (Internship) graduates may enter the second year

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10.2 PROGRAMMES OF STUDY: 
 

DIPLOMA IN CHRISTIAN MINISTRY (INTERNSHIP)     LEVEL 5, (NZQA Approved)    
 

A. The Diploma in Christian Ministry (Internship) (DipCM) 
 
A.1. Purpose 
This one-year programme has been designed to blend theory and reality by connecting 
classroom and context through the internship model. Course requirements (met through the 
educative guidance of a supervisor/mentor, the challenges of ministry, formal instruction with 
peers, and directed learning) equip the student for vocational Christian service. Student 
involvement in a real situation under experienced practitioners enables informed vocational 
transitional and contextual awareness. Both Christian organisations (such as International 
Student Ministries) and churches offer internship placements.  
The course provides a way for a local church to develop potential leaders, without losing their 
input. Interns also benefit by learning from experienced leaders in a hands-on practical context, 
while also receiving life-ƛƳǇŀŎǘƛƴƎ ōƛōƭƛŎŀƭ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜƻƭƻƎƛŎŀƭ ƛƴǇǳǘΦ ¢ƘŜ ΨƘƻǿΩ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜ ΨǿƘȅΩ ƻŦ 
Christian ministry are developed together.  
This programme uniquely combines internship experience with biblical and theological 
education through residential block courses and weekly study. It offers a greater proportion of 
supervised ministry experience than comparable degree programmes, while still enabling entry 
into the second year of such programmes. 
 
A.2. Level and Accreditation 
The Diploma in Christian Ministry (Internship) is an NZQA approved level-5 programme. Level 5 
is the equivalent of first-year university degree level. 
 
A.3. Expected Outcomes 
The Diploma will enable a graduate to 

¶ build biblical and theological foundations while involved in ministry  

¶ gain people-helping skills while gaining practical experience in a church or organisation 

¶ reflect theologically upon that ministry experience with a supervisor 

¶ understand the Bible in some depth and share it with others 

¶ gain relationship skills by serving in a team with a supervisor 

¶ gain planning and participation skills in ministry events 

¶ observe experienced leaders in action and develop leadership potential 

¶ cultivate habits that maintain spiritual life in the midst of action 
 
A.4. Format  
This is a one-year 120 credit programme consisting of 39 weeks with minimum 30 hours 
attendance per week. Students are held accountable for attending a minimum of 20 hours of 
course work per week within a ministry context. This includes one-on-one supervisor-directed 
mentored tutorials, course-driven experiential learning, small group learning, and written work 
to demonstrate competency in the course learning objectives.  A further average of 10 hours 
per week study includes attendance at block course lectures (every six weeks), directed study 
and group learning. 
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In 2010 a combined block course will be held at the start of Semester One at Lake Taupo 
Christian Camp, Turangi and at the start of Semester Two at Finlay Park, Cambridge. Other 
block courses are held at Silverstream Retreat, Wellington, and Totara Springs, Matamata. 
 

 
 
 

A.5. Format variation: Discipleship and Discipling (ISM)  
All students undertaking International Student Ministries (ISM) placements are required to 
follow the Discipleship and Discipling stream (see course outline pages 16 & 22).  Attendance 
requirements are unchanged at a minimum of 30 hours per week. The variation results in the 
Personal and Professional Development elective and the Supervised Internship Experience 
spiritual development components being taught in a classroom setting in the placement 
locations, currently Auckland, Wellington and Palmerston North for 2010. ISM students 
therefore complete one third of their programme in internship placements and two thirds in 
class contexts.  

 
 

A.6. Entry Requirements 
Internship applicants must:  

¶ have successfully completed at least Christian study at level 3ςorς 

¶ have successfully completed twelve (12) years of formal schooling ςorς 

¶ have successfully completed equivalent professional or vocational training ςorς 

¶ provide evidence of prior learning that indicates an ability to study at Diploma level. See

¶ be already employed by a church or organisation which is willing to include internship 
study in addition to their employment* ςorς 

¶ be seeking employment (and placement as an intern in addition to their employment) 
with a church or organisation (in which case only provisional candidature can be granted 
until employment and/or placement is found)* 
 
*(Note: These two options apply to NZ citizens and permanent residents only.  They do 
not apply to international students.) 

International students must meet the minimum English requirement of an IELTS score of 6.5 or 
equivalent, although a level of 5.5 may be acceptable where the placement church or 
organisation approves. 
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A.7. Placement Church Requirements 
Churches or organisations that wish to have an intern with Pathways College must:  

¶ be willing to provide ministry opportunities to the particular intern ςandς 

¶ be willing to supervise the particular intern as described in the Supervision Handbook ς
andς 

¶ have applied for and been granted Pathways College approval as a placement 
organisation. 

 
A.8. Graduation Requirements 
Interns who achieve a minimum of 120 credits in the required subjects qualify for the Diploma in 
Christian Ministry (Internship) (level 5).   
Those who achieve a minimum of 60 credits qualify for the Certificate in Christian Ministry 
(Internship) (level 5). Both qualifications are registered on the NZQA register of quality assured 
qualifications (Kiwiquals). 
 
A.9. Core and Elective Papers 
Students take all core subjects (Supervised Ministry Experience, Biblical Studies, Theology, 
Personal and Professional Development) and an elective paper in the Christian Service area. 
Elective papers are subject to availability and minimum class numbers and may involve some 
extra costs for materials.  

 
A.10. Supervised Internship Experience 
Supervisors meet interns for at least 1½ hours per fortnight. By arrangement with the supervisor, 
the ministry experience can also reflect the same interest as that selected for the elective. 
 
A.11. Ministry Internship Co-ordinator 
The Pathways College MI Co-ordinator provides overall guidance to interns and supervisors, as 
described in the Supervision Handbook.

B. The Diploma in Ministry Leadership (Internship) (DipML) 
 

B.1. Purpose 
This two-year NZQA approved programme provides strong biblical and practical ministry 
foundations for Christian ministry leadership. Building a second year onto the Diploma in 
Christian Ministry (Internship), it enables an intern to gain significant depth to their ministry 
experience, while learning from their supervisor/mentor, extending their biblical and theological 
studies and strengthening their readiness for ministry leadership.  

 
B.2. Level and Accreditation 
The Diploma in Ministry Leadership (Internship) is an NZQA approved level-6 programme.  Level 
6 is the equivalent of second-year university degree level.  
 
B.3. Expected Outcomes 
The Ministry Leadership Diploma will enable a graduate to 

¶ strengthen biblical and theological understanding while involved in ministry  

¶ improve people-helping skills while gaining practical learning experience in a church or 
organisation 

¶ reflect theologically upon that ministry experience with a supervisor 

¶ gain relationship skills by serving in a team with a supervisor 

¶ gain planning and participation skills in ministry events 

¶ strengthen skills in an elective area of ministry 

¶ develop a personal philosophy of ministry 
 

B.4. Format  
This is a two-year 240 credit programme, each year consisting of 39 weeks. Requirements for the 
first year are the same as for the Diploma in Christian Ministry (Internship). The second year 
requires 30 hours attendance per week. Students are held accountable for attending a total of 18 
hours of course work per week which draws on leadership within a ministry context, one-on-one 
supervisor-directed mentored tutorials, experiential learning, and written work to demonstrate 
competency in the course learning objectives.  A further average of 12 hours per week study 
includes attendance at block course lectures, directed study and group learning. 
 
B.5. Format variation: Discipleship and Discipling (ISM)  
All students undertaking ISM NZ placements are required to follow the Discipleship and 
Discipling stream (see page 22). Attendance requirements are unchanged at a minimum of 30 
hours per week. The variation results in the Personal and Professional Development elective and 
the Supervised Internship Experience spiritual development components being taught in a 
classroom setting in the placement locations, currently Auckland, Wellington and Palmerston 
North for 2010. ISM students therefore complete one third of their programme in internship 
placements and two thirds in class contexts.  
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B.6. Entry Requirements 
Requirements are the same as for the Diploma in Christian Ministry (Internship) ς refer page 11. 
Entry into the second year of the Diploma in Ministry Leadership (Internship) depends on  

¶ having completed the Diploma in Christian Ministry (Internship) Level with a minimum grade 
B average - or - 

¶ having equivalent prior learning. 
 

B.7. Placement Church Requirements 
Requirements are the same as for the Diploma in Christian Ministry (Internship). 

 
B.8. Graduation Requirements 
Interns, who achieve a minimum of 240 credits in the required subjects, qualify for the Pathways 
College Diploma in Ministry Leadership (Internship). 
 
B.9. Core and Elective Papers 
Students take all core subjects (Supervised Ministry Experience, Biblical Studies, Theology, 
Personal and Professional Development) and an elective paper in the Christian Service area. 
Elective papers are subject to availability and minimum class numbers and may involve some 
extra costs for materials.

C. Diploma of Ministry (Pastoral Leadership) 

As a result of constant requests to see Pathways College offer a programme for the training of 
pastors specifically for Brethren churches a memorandum of understanding with Carey College now 
enables this to occur. 

 A student can complete the Bachelor of Applied Theology through Carey College (which is right 
over the road from Pathways), and over those three years (more if part-time) also work on a 
Diploma of Ministry (Pastoral Leadership) jointly through Pathways and Carey Colleges.  The award 
is offered from the commencement of 2010. 

It is available to accepted applicants who, in addition to being suitably endorsed by a church or a 
similar organization, are also perceived as possessing gifts and calling which may lead into church 
pastoral responsibilities, part- or full-time.    

The Diploma of Ministry (Pastoral Leadership) is not a stand-alone award.   It is integrated within 
the academic framework of the Bachelor of Applied Theology from Carey College (see diagram 
below) and is offered only to students undertaking this degree.   Students who have already 
completed an equivalent or higher qualification in Bible/theology/ministry may apply for special 
entry.  

The Diploma of Ministry (Pastoral Leadership) is specifically planned for those who desire to do 
theological and practical training in preparation for pastoral leadership. 

The Diploma recognizes that: 

¶ pastoral leadership is undertaken in many different settings 

¶ there are different types of pastoral staff within the church 

¶ there are different ways of doing church.  

The specific interests and callings of the students would be reflected in course selection, fieldwork, 
and supervised experience.

Evaluation is an important part of the training process and will be received from designated 
Pathways staff, supervisors, mentors and peers, on a regular basis. Each year there are two 
significant evaluations. Firstly, a mid-year review with the Pathways Pastoral Leadership 
Coordinator. Secondly, a more significant and robust review with the wider group of people 
involved in their training.

C.2. Applicability of the Diploma of Ministry (Pastoral Leadership) Programme to Christian 
Brethren Churches: 

Bachelor of Applied Theology courses offered at Carey College are taught by Carey faculty (some of 
whom are members of Brethren assemblies) and from time-to-time will include input from 
Pathways staff.   These courses overlap with requirements for the Diploma of Ministry (Pastoral 
Leadership) ς see diagram below.  The Bachelor of Applied Theology may be taken through distance

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requirement.  Note that the Diploma of Ministry (Pastoral Leadership) at both Carey and Pathways 
is only offered in the context of denominational endorsement; consequently loyalty is held highly 
and a denominational change during the programme excludes a student from the award. 

A Pastoral Leadership student would graduate at the conclusion of their studies with a Bachelor of 
Applied Theology from Carey College and a Diploma of Ministry (Pastoral Leadership) jointly from 
Carey and Pathways Colleges.      

Graduates with the Diploma of Ministry (Pastoral Leadership) are offered an important further 
recognition, earned during the following two years of pastoral leadership: a Ministry Experience 
Endorsement.  This is designed to facilitate successful entry into pastoral responsibilities, encourage 
the consolidation of gift and competency, and establish lifestyle disciplines which undergird 
longevity in ministry.  The opportunity to participate in the programme of ministry development 
offers graduates (and churches) two years of supported, mentored, and reflective pastoral 
experience.  It is also available to other pastoral workers within the Brethren movement whose 
training and equipping has been through other institutions. 

At the satisfactory conclusion of the above process of ministry development, and in association with 
their church, Pathways offers a ministry experience endorsement to the Diploma of Ministry 
(Pastoral Leadership).

The Certificate in Christian Foundations is a two-year night-class Samoan-language programme 
that enables a student to obtain a foundational knowledge of the Bible and of Christian service 
and mission. The certificate prepares a student to begin a Pathways College Certificate in 
Christian Ministry. Aimed at introducing people to the Bible and encouraging deeper Christian 
living, this course is offered on Tuesday nights 7.00-9.00pm at Pathways College, Manukau City 
Branch.

¶ Students must also complete a Course Completion Form. 

¶ Students must pay course fees. 
 
E.5. Conditions of Payment  
50% of the fees are due on the second night of the term, and the remaining 50% are due on or 
before the fifth night of the term. 
Entry to a course may be declined if fees for a previous course are unpaid. 

 
E.6. Programme Requirements 
Completion of eight courses is required. Students who fulfil the credit programme 
requirements achieve the Pathways College Certificate in Christian Foundations.  Credit students 
will be given a record of learning (transcript). 

 
E.7. Award Of Certificates  
Students who fulfil the credit programme requirements of the Certificate in Christian Foundations will 
be awarded their certificate at the annual graduation ceremony of Pathways College along with the 
national College awards.

a) Cost of Education 
Students are not charged the full cost of education. In setting fees, the Pathways College Board 
takes into account donations that may come from supporters and stakeholder churches and any 
government funding.  
Non-domestic (visa/permit) students are not allowed to be subsidised by any New Zealand 
government funding paid to Pathways College, so Pathways College must charge non-domestic 
students a fee more in line with the cost of education provided. 

b) Resources To Enable Your Education 
Students are encouraged to share with the leadership of their church about their plans, their 
need for prayer and financial support while training. 

c) Student Study Loans and Allowances 
The majority of full-time New Zealand resident students studying our Diploma programmes are 
eligible to apply to StudyLink for a government tertiary student loan and allowance, provided 
they meet the normal criteria.  These loans and allowances are not available to: 

¶ overseas students 

¶ part-time students  

¶ students who have used up their allowance for other studies 

¶ students who elect to be self-funding or funded independently 

The allowance is available to overseas students who have permanent residence or are New 
Zealand citizens.  For further details please visit the StudyLink website at

The student allowance is available for NZQA approved courses.   
A student who undertakes 96 credits or more per year is considered full-time. 
Students may apply for a student loan for tuition fee/course costs and, if studying full-time, living 
costs, however a $6,500 student loan cap applies.

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15.4 PAYMENT OF FEES:  

a) Domestic Ministry Internship students (DipCM and DipML) 
The $250 non-refundable Registration Fee is payable upon application. 
Full accommodation fees for the year and half the annual tuition fees (less Registration Fee) are 
payable on or before the last day of the first Semester One block course. All remaining fees are 
payable on or before the last day of the first Semester Two block course.   
Fees for students commencing study mid-year are payable in a corresponding manner. 
A surcharge may apply to certain Christian Services electives. 

b) Domestic Diploma of Ministry (Pastoral Leadership) students 
Contact the Pathways office for details.  

c) Domestic Students in other programmes 
Full tuition fees for each semester are payable on or before the second Friday of that semester.  

d) International Students 
International Students are required to pay all fees in advance as a condition of their student visa 
application.  See Section 17 for details. 

e) Payments 
Should be made by personal NZ cheque, bank cheque, electronic transfer, or cash.  Credit cards 
and EFTPOS payment options are not available. With the approval of the Principal, automatic 
bank payments may be used to settle outstanding amounts. 

f) StudyLink 
Students who apply for a tuition fee loan from StudyLink must show the College they have 
applied to StudyLink prior to the dates applicable to them in paragraph a) above. 

g) Penalty for Late Payment 
For all amounts that are due and not paid by the end of the calendar month a 1% Late Payment 
Fee will be added. This is calculated on the amount that is due and not paid at the end of each

Principal is available to discuss matters and to come to definite arrangements on how fees will be 
paid. 
Nevertheless the right to continue studying or to begin aǘǘŜƴŘƛƴƎ ŀ ƴŜǿ ōƭƻŎƪ ŎƻǳǊǎŜΩǎ ƭŜŎǘǳǊŜǎ 
may be withdrawn if fees are not paid.  

Where a student has not fulfilled their financial obligations to Pathways College, 
o they will not receive academic results 
o they will not be re-enrolled as a Pathways College student  
o they will not be entitled to obtain a copy of their academic transcript 
o they will not be entitled to have their record of learning registered with NZQA, nor have 

it transferred for cross-credit to any other institution 
o they will not be entitled to receive their certificate or diploma. 
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h) Additional User Pays Charges 
In addition to tuition and accommodation fees, students should expect the College to charge 
them for use of College equipment where they use it for:  

o photocopying 
o internet access 
o library/postage (for materials purchased/borrowed: see 15.1 above) 

i) Additional Costs 
Students should budget for incidental expenses not within the tuition and accommodation fees, 
where these apply to their personal requirements. These include:  

o Personal expenses: stationery, pocket money, travel, telephone calls, postage, personal 
contents insurance, snacks, toiletries and clothes 

o Bible study books to build up your own study resources. 
o Childcare facilities 
o Medical and travel insurance. Note non-domestic students refer to 17.2 g) on page 46.  
o IELTS English Language proficiency test 

j) Scholarship for Maori Students

meet their fees at Pathways College.  Eligibility for this scholarship is limited to students who 
intend to assist in Maori Christian work in New Zealand in association with Christian Brethren 
churches.  Significant scholarships will be granted but it is necessary that students helped in this 
way must also make a contribution from their own funds.  For further details intending students 
should contact the Principal of Pathways College. 

k) Full-time student scholarships 
Partial scholarships are available to suitable candidates from year to year.  Consideration will be 
given, but not limited to, those already involved in Christian ministry and to interns who are 
working in Christian Brethren churches or organisations.  Prospective candidates should contact 
the Principal.  

l) Refunds and Withdrawals 
When a student is considering withdrawal from a programme, he or she should discuss matters 
with the Principal as early as possible. 
 
ü Withdrawals within the first seven days: 

A full refund of fees will be granted to any student withdrawing from the course before its 
commencement or within seven days after the commencement of study, excluding the 
Registration Fee and any applicable accommodation charges. In no case shall the refund be 
less than 90% of tuition fees for the whole programme. 

 
ü Withdrawals within the first thirty days: 

Students who withdraw within thirty working days of the start of a semester may apply in 
writing to the Principal for a refund of up to 50% of tuition fees paid less an administration 
fee equal to the Registration Fee.  

 
ü Withdrawals after the first thirty days: 

Withdrawals after thirty teaching days will not receive any refund of tuition fees. 
ü Students who have to withdraw after the first seven days for reasons of ill health are 

required to provide a supporting medical certificate. 
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ü If after thirty teaching days it becomes apparent to the student or to the staff that the

o termination of current study and fees held in credit for future re-enrolment with no 

penalty (maximum credit period: 24 months). 
o a refund of up to 50% of the tuition fees paid on a pro-rata basis less an 

administration fee equal to the Registration fee.  
 
ü Any refundable part of a Student Loan will be returned directly to Study Link. 
 
ü Any amounts paid for accommodation costs that have not been incurred will also be 

refunded. 
 

m) Student fees protection:  
In accordance with government regulations, your fees are protected from situations which may 
see our institution having to close. Pathways College has chosen to use a New Zealand 
Government guaranteed Student Fee Trust Account managed by the Public Trust to protect your 
fees. 
In the unlikely event that Pathways College should fail financially, the Board will reimburse
